Random Irregular or odd 
Randomers Random people 
Rents Parents 
Rinsed Used up or all gone

Safe Great, sweet or cool 
Shabby Smart  “ that’s a well shabby suit” 
Sherlock Holmes Investigate. Look into it 
Sick Cool, never seen before. Interesting. 
Sket Dirty, skanky
